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Toboggan Chute across Mirror Lake


This is so much fun for all ages that it should be illegal. The concepts is very simple, a converted ski jump ramp 30ft in
the air, a frozen lake with a good 12 inches of ice, and a toboggan! Riders walk to the top of the start and get on their
toboggans which hold up to four people and slide down the frozen track at speeds approaching 30mph. At the bottom
you slide across the lake for up to 1000ft depending upon ice conditions! Please call in advance, to make sure they are
operating.
